Methods and Materials:
The Body Unit Plan is conceived for students with learning disabilities, struggling readers, and students with other cognitive issues that affect learning, particularly issues with engagement and attention. Therefore, this lesson is contrived to address those needs by way of a comprehensive and highly structured pedagogical strategy that more or less—if students choose to engage in the work—guarantees success. Each lesson in this unit focuses on three things: vocabulary building, reading comprehension, and writing complete and stylish declarative sentences. This lesson is no exception to that. Each lesson (with the exception of six lessons, which combine very short chapters) deals with a complete chapter of this novella.
So, this lesson begins with a context clues worksheet, which places words new and unfamiliar words in a familiar context—i.e. sentences that are designed to call on students’ prior knowledge, and may indeed include details from student’s own lives to help elucidate the word under review—and asks students to infer the meanings from those words; a more complete description of this procedure may be found in the unit plan.  Students then move on to the exegetical questions for each chapter, which is also described thoroughly in the unit plan. Finally, students will receive a short homework assignment, which asks them to reflect on the chapter they have just read, both critically (with a focus on theme), and personally. This too is more completely described in the unit plan.
